Meeting End

Mr Chiari opens the meeting and thanks the presents on behalf of the 3 organiser Associations.

Mr Maurizio Stocchi, from Italian Ministry of Interior, Central Director of Fire Brigade Prevention - National Civil Defence
— Technical Safety outlines the importance of this international meeting and welcomes all the participants. For ltaly it's a
particular moment due the new law Decree 18 may 2007 about the safety and registration of the rides, that involve
directly the Ministry.

Mr Giulio De Palma, chief of Fire Brigade of Varese, presents the key points of the new lItalian law about ride safety and
outline the expectations of the Ministry of Interior for this meeting.
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Mr Chiari notes that the meeting isn't a CEN official meeting for the revision of European Standard, but it's organised by
the 3 main European Associations and supported by the industry.

There is the presence of two Ministry of Interior, France and Italy, ASTM F24 is represented, AFNOR France, UNI lItaly,
Certification bodies like ADIPS UK, IMQ, TUEV Sud, Manufacturers, many experts that are part of CEN/TC 152 WG1
and Global Standard Harmonization Group.

Mr Chiari presents the agenda and explains the scope of the meeting. As the revision of the European Standard it's a
big effort, the Associations want to understand in advance if there is enough agreement and possibility of success
before to officially request the revision. The answer should come from the experts, after the discussion chapter by
chapter of the actual EN 13814.

The other goal is to make a significant progress in the harmonization with other international standards and explore the
possibility to prepare a worldwide ISO standard on Rides.

We've invited Mr Giovanni Micciché from UNI, Secretary of CEN/TC 152. He presents the rules for the revision in CEN.
Before December 2009 TC 152 has to start the enquiry on the revision of EN 13814. Now the CEN requires to finish the
revision in maximum 3 years.

It's also possible to launch a parallel enquiry in CEN and I1SO in the context of Vienna Agreement, to arrive to an ISO
standard in short time. But this also means the involvement of many other Countries and could take a lot of time and
efforts.

With the help of Mr Micciché-UNI and Mrs Torchia-AFNOR the presents discuss about the possibility to revise the EN
13814 and in parallel apply for an ISO standard.

First of all it's necessary a good agreement on technical contents for the revision of the actual European standard. It
seems for the moment premature to start an ISO standard, at least until isn’t reached a good draft for the revision of
actual EN 13814, integrated with international standard contents, ASTM first of all. We will reconsider this possibility
later on.

Mr Chiari asks to Mr Withers (Disney Imagineering and Global Standard Harmonization Group) to collaborate in
managing the meeting and the comments, especially from the ASTM and Global Standard point of view.

With reference to the agenda, the first point is the structure of future EN 13814:
One part? More parts?

The presents discuss about it and the related problems.

Since many years this is still an open issue, as there are different opinions.

Some experts would like ONE standard containing all the information.

Some others at least TWO parts:
Design and Manufacture
Operation, Use and Inspection

An other possibility is in THREE parts:
Design and Manufacture
Operation, Use
Inspection.
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Each option present positive and negative points.

The future EN 13814 could increase from the actual 200 pages to 300 pages or more.

In one side the contents are related each other, so some experts think that to split it in more parts could take a lot of
time and efforts.

For others this isn’t the case and the information are already structured to be in several parts. In addition should be
more clear who has to do what: designers, manufacturers, inspectors.

In some countries like France, the Ministry of Interior accepts only to split in more part the actual standard, to divide
manufacture from operation and inspection, due the new law.

There are examples of standards in one part like EN 14960 Inflatable, in several parts like EN 1176 Playground
equipments.

All the options are valid and isn’t the possible for the moment an agreement.

If the outcome of this Rome meeting is positive and the experts will decide to continue, we will reconsider the structure
of the future European Standard

The EN 13814 is revised chapter by chapter, includi  ng the Appendixes. The comments received or present  ed at
the meeting are discussed and noted on the draft st  andard. Some inputs and contents are taken from AST M,
other from Australian Standard.

The experts discuss how to solve the differences, w hat contents and improvement could be included in t he
revision of EN 13814.

This process takes the remaining part of Thursday 4 and all Friday 5, until 5 PM.

Result and future program

Friday afternoon, as par the agenda, the presents discuss about the result and the future program.

Mr Chiari asks on behalf of the 3 organiser Associations a clear answer if the outcome of the meeting is positive, if there
is the possibility to continue with this process or if we discovered big disagreement.

All the presents confirm that the Revision of EN 13~ 814 must be done.

There are different opinions how to do it. Some would like to start the official process of CEN/TC 152 since now.
Mr Chiari explains that the Associations would like a strong agreement on the technical contents, at least between the
experts, before to invest and start any official process.
There is a discussion and other decisions are taken, some by majority:
1) Revision of EN 13814: YES all agreed
2) Necessary to prepare in advance a Draft Revision of EN 13814 and agreed between the experts on technical
contents. Necessary to solve quite all the disagreement and differences in advance. After this the “official
revision” can start and the draft we are preparing will be a proposal submitted to CEN/TC 152
3) Implementation of the Draft: formed 2 Working Groups
Acceleration: Coordinator Mr Har Kupers NL, Collaboration Mr Peter Leutenstorfer D
Electrical and Control System: Coordinator Mr Philipp Geering CH, Collaboration Mr Bob Nicholls UK.
For the next meeting there will be a development on these items.

Saturday morning Mr Philipp Geering presents the Risk Assessment Session. There are some doubts and questions to
solve before to proceed with an appendix or standard about the Risk Assessment in Amusement Rides. The presents
discuss about the difficulties to develop a quantitative approach with numbers and scoring for Risks. It's necessary to
work to develop this part and try to make examples. This group of experts should develop real examples of Risk
Assessment to check the difficulties and quantify the necessary efforts.
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Mr Chiari opens the session of Guest Behaviour and presents a preliminary draft appendix on this subject. The scope of
this appendix is to give information about this critical safety point to be included in the Risk Assessment process.

Many important questions come from the two session, some must be raised at Authorities level. There is an interesting
interchange of point of view as all the parts are present at the meeting: Manufacturers, Parks, Inspectors, Authorities:

What are the European Directives applicable to the Rides?

What about CE mark?

What level of Safety the society requires for amusement parks and rides?

What is the misbehaviour from Guest/Patrons we have to consider in our Risk Assessment?
How can we safely accommodate Physically Disabled people in our rides?

What is the behaviour of Mentally Disabled people in amusement rides?

Some of these answers should come from the Regulators and Political Authorities: e.g. European Commission.
Other points could be developed in collaboration with the Associations of Disabled people, during a specific workshop.

Conclusion:

The revision of EN 13814 must be done and the harmonization with international standard is necessary, at least with
ASTM, Australian standards it's necessary.

We will continue the work to develop a first draft and check if the experts agreed on the technical contents.

The present decide that the next meeting will be in Amsterdam on 28 and 29 September 2009 with the fol  lowing
agenda:

1) Accelerations

2) Control System

3) Risk Assessment

4) Guest behaviour.

If the outcome will be positive we could organise on other last meeting in Las Vegas in November to finish the draft and
to decide about the “Official revision of EN 13814".
